Today, the preime agenda of CPM is to come to power by hook or by crook. The single-point agenda of Anuj Pandey, Shyam Pandey, dalim Pandey and Satyen Maiti, Deepak Sarkar is to recapture Dharampur-Lalgarh and re-establish their rule. And for this purpose they are ready to involve in any form of barbarism, conspiracy, slandering, violence, terrorization, or any other evil. 

On the morning of 11th August, harmads under the eladership of Anuj Pandey reached Kukutmudi village from the Chandra side. Unarmed village, by that time the farmers had gone to the fields. The bold voice of resistance against the CPM terror in this village was Bijoy Mandi. The harmads therefore torched the house of Bijoy Mandi. In this fire they threw Bijoy Mandi’s 7 year old daughter Anima Mandi and burnt her alive. Buddha-Biman’s harmads did not stop at this. From here on they went to Chandbila where they sacked countless houses and plundered indiscriminately. And it was at the same time that CPM’s Prakash Karat from their Vijaywada meeting gave the call for defending the CPM government in the ‘interest of the people’. We wish to know from Mr. Karat-in whose ‘interest’ is your party burning alive kids, raping women indiscriminately, mercilessly beating up old folk? It is such a shame to even think that in the name of Marx, in the name of Lenin, these brute forces of CPM while staying in the shelter of the Joint Forces, while taking their assistance, is carrying on its barbaric onslaught with its harmads.

Against the shameful and brutal incidents of rape on 13th July in Sonamukhi, Congress leader Usha Naidu asked us to demonstrate in Jhadgram. But they themselves fled from the site of protest. On the 9th of August, from the platform of ‘Santrash Birodhi Ganatantrik Manch’ (Democratic Forum Against Violence), Mamta Bannerji, Medha Patekar, Swami agnivesh, Mahashweta Devi and many other intellectuals from Kolkata asked us to leave arms in order to usher in peace against terror. Their speeches still echoes in our ears. But since 9th August, with the assistance of the Joint Forces the fight for area domination was further intensified. With the rampant use of explosives as well as fire power, just like an invading army, the Bengal version of Salwa Judum has been advancing. As per the assurances given on the 9th of August from the dais, if those present agree to visit Kukurmudi village where the 7 year old little kid Anima MAndi was burnt alive, then we may fight together. But, if your sole concern is to stall the proceedings of the Assembly in Kolkata or the Parliament in Delhi, then it is your decision. You may take any form of protest and resistance. Today people want resistance. The immediate need of the day is to unite the people and take them to the streets no matter what form of protest it is. Don’t consider this as the problem of only the adivasis of Jangalmahal. This problem concerns the fight against repression, terror, human right violations and a fight for democracy, and constitutional rights. We are not concerned about the form of protests today. but we can no longer afford to remain silent. 

Friends, they are burning alive our 7 year old daughter, they are mercilessly beating up our old folks. To criticize or to condemn are words that have been lost from our vocabulary. The tears of Jangalmahal have dried. Today tears don’t roll down from our eyes anymore, they have turned into blood. The rebellious fire within our hearts are burning today with much more vigour. Today, to protect our democracy, our rights, and our children, whatever form or mode of struggle we choose, Buddha-Biman Basu led Left front government has to take all responsibilities. We all must stand together in the battlefield to protect the lives and future of our kids like Anima and for that we have to continue our united struggle against the harmads living under the CRPF protection.                     
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
